Sir: I have the honor to submit herewith detailed statements of the receipts and disburse-
ments of the Government for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1910, as follows: Ordinary receipts
derived by the Government from customs, internal revenue including corporation tax, and sales
of public lands in each district and State, and from various miscellaneous sources, $675,511,715.02;
and public debt receipts, $31,674,292.50. Total receipts, $707,186,007.52. Ordinary disburse-
ments, $659,705,391.08, which includes $8,495,612.37 grants from the Treasury for deficiencies
in the postal revenues; disbursements for the Panama Canal, $33,911,673.37; and for the public
debt, $33,049,695.50. Total disbursements, $726,666,759.95.

Also statements of the postal revenues amounting to $224,128,657.62, and of the expenditures
therefrom for the postal service in like sum, the deficiencies in said revenues being paid under
the law by grants from the Treasury.
