In prior issues of the combined statement, since the Inception of the
recovery and relief programs in the fiscal year 1932, expenditures under
such programs have been ldentified separately from other general expendi-
tures, In view of the greatly diminished activities of the recovery and re-
lief programs and the vastly increased importance of national defense ac-
tivities, these latter expenditures are set forth separately in this issue,
and recovery and relief expenditures are merged with expenditures other
than national defense.

In treating national defense expenditures in this report, consideration
has been given to the following factors:

First, national defense appropriations which were primarily for the
flscal year 1941, but which were made immediately available in the latter
part of the fiscal year 1940, have been considered in their entirety as part
of the national defense program. In such instances, these appropriations
were established on the books of the Treasury Department in 1940 and the
amounts thereof are reflected in the opening balances, in the detailed state-
ments and departmental summaries in this volume. In Table 8, National
Defense (Part I of this report), however, such appropriations are included
in the total amount shown as appropriated for use during the fiscal year 1941.

Second, during the fiscal year 1941, various appropriations repre-
senting increase in scope or additional actlvities of the regular programs

of civil departments or agencies were made, and these appropriations and
expenditures therefrom (including prior year appropriations for the same
purpose) are classified as National Defense in this report. HowevVer, these
activities were not so classified in the daily Treasury statement umtil the
fiscal year 1942,

Third, expenditures, on elther a checks issued basis (combined state-
ment) or checks paid basis (daily Treasury statements), for the fiscal year
1941, necessarily include expenditures from balances of prior year appro-
priations, or payment of checks issued in prior years, and they do not rep-
resent disbursements entirely from appropriations made during the current
year.

Fourth, in Table 8, National Defense, the amounts of contract author-
izations shown are reduced by the amount of appropriations which were
made available during the fiscal year 1941 to liquidate contract authoriza-
tons established during 1941. In certaln instances, appropriations for the
fiscal year 1942, were provided to liquidate contract authorizations for the
fiscal year 1941, but since they were not available as of June 30, 1941, ef-
fect has not been given to them In statements included herein.

On the following pages there will be found an explanation of the bases
of figures used In this report.
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BASES OF FIGURES INCLUDED IN THIS REPORT

RECEIPTS

Section 305 of the Revised Statutes (U. S. Code, title 31,
sec. 147) provides that receipts for all moneys received by
the Treasurer of the United States shall be endorsed upon
warrants signed by the Secretary of the Treasury, without
which warrants, so signed, no acknowledgment for money
received into the Public Treasury shall be valid. The re-

EXPENDITURES

The expenditures in this report are exhibited on two
different bases, namely: (1) Warrants issued and (2) checks
issued.

(1) ¥arrants-issued basis.—Under the provisions of the
act of September 2, 1789, which later became section 305
of the Revised Statutes, the expenditures of the United States
Government are based upon warrants issued by the Secre-
tary of the Treasury. Fromthe organization of the Govern-
ment in 1789, down to and including the fiscal year ended
June 30,1926, the detailed expenditures of the Government
under separate heads of appropriations provided by Con-
gress were exhibited on what is known as the ‘“‘basis of
warrants issued”’.

There are two classes of warrants upon which expendi-
tures are made from the United States Treasury, viz: (a)
accountable warrants, so called because disbursing officers
must regularly account for expenditures thereunder, which
are issued to place funds to the credit of disbursing offi-
cers on the books of the Treasury of the United States, sub-
ject to their official check for the payment of Government
obligations; and (b) settlement warrants, which authorize
the Treasurer of the United States to make direct payments
to claimants upon settlements of the accounting officers.

Accountable warrants are issued practically as a book-
keeping expedient. They form the legal basis for charges
against appropriation accounts upon thebooks of the Secre-
tary of the Treasury and for corresponding credits to dis-
bursing officers’ checking accounts upon the books of the
Treasurer of the United States, but do not involve an actual
expenditure of cash from the Treasury at the time the war-
rants are issued. As far as the appropriation accounts
upon the books of the Secretary of the Treasury are con-
cerned, the warrants issued and charged thereto constitute
expenditures on a warrant basis. To some extent, how-
ever, the money represented by such warrants is not actu-
ally expended during the fiscal year in which advanced to
disbursing officers. The unexpended balances of funds in
such cases are either used in the following fiscal year or
returned by repay covering warrants to the appropriations
from which advanced on the books of the Secretary. While
the differences between the total expenditures on a warrant
basis and a checks-issued basis are not material in cases
where the unexpended balances to the credit of disbursing
officers remain more or less constant from year to year,
the former do not In all cases accurately reflect the trend
of governmental expenditures, since they include unexpend-
ed balances remaining to the credit of disbursing officers
at the end of the year but not expenditures from unexpend-
ed disbursing officers’ balances at the beginning of the year.
The expenditures on the basis of warrants issued in pursu-
ance of section 305 of the Revised Statutes are shown in
the fourth money column of this report beginning on page
108.

(2) Checks~1issued basis.—In order to correct the situa-
tHon described above, an improved form of exhibiting the
detailed expenditures of the Government was devised by the

ceipts of the United States Government as published in this
report are based upon warrants issued by the Secretary of
the Treasury and represent the formal covering into the
Treasury of the public moneys deposited in Treasury offices
and Government depositaries during the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1841,

Treasury during the fiscal year 1927, under which expen-
ditures are now shown on the basis of checks issued. This
form excludes from expenditures moneys placed to the
credit of disbursing officers by warrant which remain un-
expended and to their official checking credit at the close
of the fiscal year, and includes in expenditures all checks
drawn by disbursing officers during the fiscal year 1941 a-
gainst unexpended balances of moneys placed to their check-
ing credit duringthe preceding fiscal year. In other words,
the expenditures on the basis of checks issued as exhibited
in this report represent all the checks drawn upon the
Treasurer of the United States during the fiscal year 1941
in payment of Government obligations without regard to the
fiscal year in which the funds may have been placed to the
credit of disbursing officers by warrant. The detailed ex-
penditures on the basis of checks issued are shown in the
fifth money column of this report beginning on page 106

There is a thirdbasis on which the Treasury Department
published the receipts and expenditures of the Government.
This basis is presented in the figures of the Daily State-
ments of the United States Treasury. Such figures repre-
sent the deposits and checks which are cleared each day
through the Treasurer’s accounts at Washington. They are
compiled from latest daily transcripts of accounts received
by the Treasurer of the United States from Federal Reserve
banks and other Government depositaries. The daily Treas-
ury statement, therefore, is a current report compiled from
the latest available information of actual receipts and ex-
penditures. By reason of the prompiness with which this
information is compiled and made publicit is generally re-
garded as reflecting for a given perlod the financial opera-~
tions of the Government, as far as they are ascertainable
from day to day. This basls is also known as the current
cash basis.

On account of the distance of some of the Federal Re-
serve banks and other depositaries from the United States
Treasury at Washington, the reports from all depositaries
covering a particular day’s transactions cannot, under the
existing procedure, be received and assembled in the Treas-
ury as of the date on which the transactions take place in
the depositaries without delaying for several days the pub-
lication of the daily Treasury statement. It is necessary,
therefore, in order to determine final figures relating to
total receipts and expenditures for any given month or fis-
cal year, to take into consideration the accounts of Govern-
ment depositaries covering the transactions for the last
few days of the month or fiscal year concerned which have
not been received at the Treasury until the succeeding fis-
cal year, and to eliminate those receipts and expenditures
which actually relate to the preceding fiscal year. After
taking into consideration these reports, the revised figures
reflect the condition of the Treasury on the basis of actual
transactions occurring in all Government depositaries dur-
ing the period under review. Although there is not publish-
ed a daily Treasury statement containing revised figures
on this basis, it is known as the ‘‘basis of daily Treasury
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statements, revised’’.

It is neither essential nor practicable, of course, to de-
lay the publication ofthe daily Treasury statement in order
to include the later reports, as the difference between the
preliminary and the final figures is not material. In view
of the delay in the receipt of final reports from 2all de-
positaries, the revised figures are of no current use ex-
cept for accounting purposes, in which case they furnish a
true general-fund balance for use in annual reports, and
on the monthly statement of the public debt of the United
States they also facilitate a reconcilement of the daily
Treasury statement figures with the figures based upon
warrants issued pursuant to law.

Since the warrant accounts on the books of the Secretary
of the Treasury (Division of Bookkeeping and Warrants)
are kept open after the close of the year in order to take

APPROPRIATIONS

Article I (sec. 9) of the Constitution of the United States
provides that no money shall be withdrawn from the Treas-
ury but in consequence of appropriations made by law.
The appropriations exhibited in this report are the amounts
which, by law, Congress authorized to be established upon
the books of the Treasury during the fiscal year 1941, The
figures necessarily differ somewhat from the appropriations
exhibited in the annual ‘“Digest of Appropriations, 1941 and
1942”’, compiled by the Treasury Department, the “‘State~
ment of Appropriations for the Seventy-sixth Congress,
Second and Third Sessions, and Seventy-seventh Congress,
First Session’’, which is regularly prepared under
the direction of the Committees on Appropriations of the
Senate and House of Representatives, and the comparative
statement of appropriations for the fiscal year 1941 con-
tained in the annual budgets of the United States for the fis-
cal years 1942 and 1943, for several reasons as may
be observed by a study of the ‘‘Accountability State-
ment of Appropriations by Acts of Congress’’, appearing
on pages 496 to 501 of this report. These differences are
due principally to (1) the difference in the time at which
the different reports are compiled, and (2) special pro-
visions and limitations enacted by Congress in appropria-
tion acts in regard tothe availability of the appropriations.
For instance, the three documents mentioned above are
compiled about the beginning of the fiscal year for which
the appropriations are made, and, therefore, include esti-
mated amounts to cover permanent and indefinite appro-
priations, whereas the Combined Statement of Appropria-
tions, Receipts, Expenditures, and Balances, of the United
States is compiled after the close of the fiscal year and
the figures in this report under such appropriations are
actual. As to the time of the availability of appropria-
tions it will be noted by reference to page 496 that of the
total appropriations provided in the annual appropriation
acts for the fiscal year 1941, aggregating $7,440,113,038.05,
the sum of $2,635,055,067.00 was made immediately a-
vailable by Congress upon the dates of approval of the
several acts, and therefore was established upon the books
of the Treasury in the fiscal year 1940 instead of 1841. In
like manner by the terms of annual appropriation acts (in-
cluding increased appropriations for War, Navy and other

care of all moneys reaching Government depositaries dur-
ing that year,the receipts on a warrant basisare the same
as those on the so-called ‘‘basis of daily Treasury state-
ments, revised’’. Inother words, they represent the moneys
reaching Government depositaries during a particular fis-
cal year without regard to the time or the dates on’which
such deposits are cleared through the Treasurer's ac-
counts at Washington.

The total expenditures on the basis of checks issued are
adjusted on page 484 of this report to the basis of daily
Treasury statements revised, the latter basis represent-
ing the checks paid by Federal Reserve banks and Govern-
ment depositaries during the fiscal year without regard to
the date on which such checks are cleared through the
Treasurer’s accounts in Washington.

Other differences in appropriation figures are attributable
to the fact that certain appropriations provided by Con-
gress In the annual and deficiency appropriation acts are
not payable from the general revenues of the Treasury, but
are provided for from postal revenues and from revenues
In special accounts hereinafter described.
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SURPLUS FUND, ActJune 20, 1874 (18 Stat. 110)

The term ““Surplus Fund of the Treasury’’, as used by
Congress in appropriation acts, and in the act of June 20,
1874 (U. 8. C., title 31, sec. 713), and by the Treasury De-
partment in the heading of the sixth money column of this
report, beginning on page 106, does not represent a physcial
fund consisting of surplus cash or other assets as the term
would ordinarily imply in accounting terminology. The
term as herein used has no relation to surplus income. It
is merely an expression to describe the writing off of the
books of appropriations which have been repealed, or the
unexpended balances of appropriations which have lapsed
by limitation of law.

Appropriations when made by Congress and established
upon the books of the Treasury Department do not repre-
sent so much income or cash actually set aside in the
Treasury for the purposes specified in the appropriation
acts. Appropriations are established upon the books of the
Treasury simply as record accounts and merely repre-
sent the limit to which administrative offices may obligate
Government funds during the fiscal years specified in the
appropriation acts, and as a general rule are based upon
anticipated future tax collections and other receipts. It

FUND DISTINCTION

The receipts and expenditures included in this report all
fall within the General Fund. This arrangement, as in-
dicated on the first page of the “Daily Statement of the
United States Treasury’’, serves to maintain the maximum
flexibility in the handling of 2]l moneys placed in the Treas-
ury. Within this fund, however, the Division of Bookkeep-
ing and Warrants maintains a number of accounts, desig-
nated as general accounts, special accounts, and trust ac-
counts., Certaln receipts are credited to these accounts
and certain expendltures are made therefrom, as re-
quired by law. All receipts of the Government whichgo
into the general accounts are expended only in accordance
with appropriations made by Congress.

The general accounts.—The principal sources of receipts
covered into the general accounts are income taxes, mis-
cellaneous internal revenue taxes under the Social Se-
curity Act, and customs duties. Receipts from mis-
cellaneous sources, which are not earmarked for special
or trust accounts, are also covered into the general ac-
counts. Such receipts include the proceeds of Government-
owned securities (except those which are applicable to pub-
lic-debt retirement), sale of surplus and condemned prop-
erty, Panama Canal tolls, fees of various kinds, fines,
penalties, forfeitures, rentals, royalties, reimbursements,
immigration head tax, sale of public land, and interest on
public deposits.

As already noted, moneys covered into the general ac-
counts may be withdrawn from the Treasury only through
appropriations made by Congress. These appropriations
are of two general types--annual and. permanent. The an-
mual appropriations, ordinarily found in the departmental
supply bills, are voted each year by Congress. They are
usually definite or specific as to amounts. They may be ob-
ligated only during the fiscal year to which they relate,
their unexpended balances remaining on the books for2
additional years before being carried into the ‘‘surplus
fund of the Treasury’’. The permanent appropriations are
antomatically renewed each fiscal year over a perlod of
time by virtue of permanent legislation, without ammual
action by Congress. Such appropriations may be either
definite or indefinite as to amounts. An example of the
latter is the indefinite-permanent appropriation to cover

follows, therefore, that when appropriations, or unexpended
balances of appropriations, are carried to what is termed
in the law the “‘surplus fund of the Treasury’’ it involves
simply a matter of writing such appropriations off of the
books without increasing the cash in the Treasury or af-
fecting it in any manner. Under the act of Congress ap-
proved July 12, 1870, as amended bythe act of June 20, 1874,
cited herein, on the last day of each fiscal year the Treas-
ury writes off the unexpended balances of appropriations
that have remained on the books for 2 full fisecal years,
after the close of the year in which they were established.

In contradistinction, the term *‘‘surplus’’, as used in
connection with the receipts and expenditures of the Gov-
ernment, represents the ordinary receipts, i. e., customs
duties, internal revenue, and miscellaneous, for a given
period in excess of the expenditures chargeable against
such receipts for the same period, usually for fiscal year.
There is no relation between the two terms described. The
excess or surplus of the Government’s receipts over its
expenditures is not permitted to accumulate in the Treas-
ury from year to year, but is used as promptly as conditions
permit to reduce the public debt.

the interest on the public debt. Sometimes Congress makes
appropriations which are available until expended, or un-
til the object for which they are made is accomplished.
These appropriations are without a definite time limit, and
may therefore be called no-year appropriations. They are
frequently employed by Congress when providing for the
construction of public-works projects.

Speclal accounts.-—The special accounts, often re-
ferred to in the law as special funds, are usually credited
with certain receipts which may be expended only for spe-
cific purposes. These receipts, in other words, are ear-
marked at the time of their deposit, so that they may not
be used for the general expenditures of the Government.

The more important special accounts, other than those
applicable to debt retirement, are the reclamation account
and Alaska Railroad receipts, under the Department of the
Interior, and forest reserve fund under the Department of
Agriculture.

There are many other special accounts involving small-
er amounts.

In connection with the collection and use of receipts
credited to special accounts it will be noted by reference
to page 38 and following pages, that references are given
to the accounts wherein the amount of such receipts are
appropriated. These references will be found especially
helpful In cases where Congress has designated in advance
the use of receipts from particular sources to several
different objects of expenditure on a percentage basis,
such as in the case of Federal power receipts (p.43), for-
est reserve receipts (p. 61), and Mineral Leasing Act re-
ceipts (p. 65).

Trust accounts.—The trust accounts generally repre-
sent moneys received by the Government for the benefit of
individuals or classes of individuals. Moneys held in trust,
being payable to or for the use of beneficiaries only, are
not available for general expenditures of the Government.
There are several classes of trust accounts, the benefici-
aries under which may be either individuals or groups of
individuals. The accounts may represent (a) moneys re-
ceived directly from or for the benefit of individuals, as in
the case of moneys received from foreign Governments or
other sources in trust for citizens of the United States or
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others under the act of February 27, 1896 (U. S. C., title 31,
sec. 547); (b) moneys collected as revenues and held in
trust, such as the proceeds of sales of Indian lands, which
are held ag interest-bearing moneys for the benefit of In-
dian tribes; and (e) proceeds of grants from the Gemeral
Treasury In pursuance of treaty or other obligations, such
as the perpetual trust account created for'the Ute Indians
under section 5 of the act of June 15, 1880 (21 Stat., p. 204).

Revenues of the municipal government of the District of
Columbia and expenditures therefrom, for the purpose of
the classification of receipts and expenditures in this re-
port, are regarded as trust accounts. The share of the
United States of expenditures on account of the District of
Columbia, which is payable ‘‘out of any moneys in the
Treasury not otherwise appropriated’’, is charged as an
expenditure on general account. In like manner expendi-
tures under annual appropriations for certaintrust accounts,
such as the civil-service retirement fund, and the Foreign
Service retirement fund, are classified under general ac-
counts. Changes in the working balances under these ac-
counts due to variations between credits and charges thereto

REORGANIZATION PLANS

Under the Reorganization Act of 1939, approved April 3,
1939 (Public No. 19, 76th Congress, b3 Stat. 561-585), the
President was authorized to investigate the organization of
all agencles of the Government, and to determine what
changes therein were necessary to reduce expenditures,
increase efficiency, to group agencies of the Government
according to major purposes, and toeliminate overlapping.
The President was further authorized from the findings of
this investigation to prepare and submit to both Houses of
the Congress on the same day, areorganization plan cover=-
ing the necessary transfers and abolitions to accomplish
the above purposes.

In accordance with this authority, the President trans-
mitted to the Senate and House of Representatives on
April 25, 1939 Reorganization Plan No. I (63 Stat. 1423-

Special deposit accounts.—Special deposit accounts are
in the nature of suspense accounts, established to care for
moneys deposited with the Treasurer of the United States
for safekeeping, and refunds representing moneys not yet
ready to be covered into the general account of the Treas-
ury, or to be returned to the depositors. Such moneys are
held temporarily in special deposit accounts subject to ad-
ministrative or legal determination as to their final dis-
position.

Working funds—Under act of June 30, 1932 (47 Stat.,
p. 417, sec. B01), amending seec. 7, act May 21, 1920 (U. S.
C., title 31, sec. 686) as amended by act of June 22, 1936
(49 Stat. 1648, sec. 8), working funds are established by
the Secretary of the Treasury, by repay covering warrants,
representing amounts advanced by any executive depart-
ment or independent establishment of the Government to
any other department or establishment, for the furrishing
of supplies or services.
