FOREWORD 1 

LEGISLATIVE REQUIREMENT FOR THE REPORT 

This report has been compiled in ac­
cordance with the requirements of Section 15 
of the Act of July 31, 1894 (5 U.S.C. 264) 
which provides "It shall be the duty of the 
Secretary of the Treasury annually to lay 
before Congress, on the first day of the 
regular session thereof, an accurate, com­
bined statement of the receipts and expendi-

tures during the last preceding fiscal year 
of all public moneys, including those of the 
Post Office Department, designating the a­
mount of the receipts, whenever practicable, 
by ports, districts, and States, and the 
expenditures, by each separate head of ap­
propriation." 

ARRANGEMENT OF REPORT 

This Combined Statement of Receipts ano 
Expendi tures for the fiscal year ended tTune 
30, 1951, consists of four parts as follows: 

Part I - Fiscal Year 1951 Summar ies, 
relating to receipts and disbursements. 

Part II - Details of Receipts, fiscal 
year 1951, showing more detai led information 
regarding receipts classified according to 
(a) sources; (b) organization units; and 
(c) states, districts, and ports of collec­
tion. 

Part III - Details of Appropriations, 
Disbursements, and Balances, fiscal year 
1951, showing according to each separate 
head of appropriation: (a) undisbursed bal­
ances brought forward from the preceding 
fiscal year; (b) appropriations set up dur­
ing the fiscal year; (c) transfers between 
appropriations pursuant to authority of law; 
(d) net disbursements (checks","issued basis) 
or collections; (e) amounts transferred to 
Payment of Certified Claims Account and to 
the surplus fund (see explanation on page 
2) ; and (f) undisbursed balances at the 
end of the fiscal year. The appropriation 
accounts are arranged in these tables accord­
ing to general accounts, special accounts, 
and trust accounts, respectively. A sep­
arate table Is included for the public debt. 
A more detailed explanation of transactions 
follows under the caption "Bases of Figures 
Included in this Report." 

In this report for the fiscal year 1951, 
it will be observed that a change has been 

made in the manner of reporting special 
deposit accounts "Other." In prior years 
reports these accounts were shown under the 
caption "Special Deposit Accounts (Net): 
Other Special Deposits," and were reported 
by department and agency only, whereas, 
in this report these accounts have been 
classified as "Deposit Fund Accounts" in con­
formity wi tl'l General Accounting Office Gen­
eral Regulation No. 84, Second ReVision, 
dated November 20, 1950, and are exhibited 
under the caption "Deposit Fund Accounts" by 
each separate account title. It will also 
be noted that following the title of cer­
tain accounts, the letter "T" is shown. 
This is used .to signify that the account by 
law is a trust account but for accounting 
purposes has been treated as other than 
trust. 

Part IV - Informational Tables, con­
sisting of a series of special statements 
relating to the accountability for money 
appropriated, and financial information re­
garding foreign aid and relief activities, 
the social security program, the public debt, 
corporations and certain other business -type 
activities of the United States Government, 
and other activities. A chart showing the 
creation, transfer, and consolidation of 
executive agencies and functions during the 
fiscal year 1951 is also included under 
Part IV of this report. Reorganizations 
effec ted in previous years are exhibi ted 
in the Combined Statements of Receints. 
and Expenditures re lating to such years. 
In addition, there is inc luded an inrlex

table indicating references to informational 
tables previously published in Combined 
Sta tements, but discontinued for reasons of 
program com-pletion, decline in relative 
fiscal significance and other reasons. A 
change has been made in this report with 
respect to the statements showing special 

and trust account receipts for which ap_ 
propriation warrants have not been issued. 
In the 1950 report information pertaining 
to such accounts was shown by department 
totals only, whereas, in this report s~h 
information is exhibited by each account 
title. 

BASES OF FIGURES INCLUDED IN THIS REPORT 

RECEIPTS--Section 305 of the Revised Stat­
utes (U. S. Code, Title 31, Sec. 147) pro­
vides that receipts for all moneys received 
by the Treasurer of the United States shall 
be endorsed upon warrants signed by the Sec­
retary of the Treasury, without which war­
rants, so signed, no acmow]edgment for mon­
ey received into the Public Treasuqr shall be 
valid. The receipts of the United States 
Government as published in this report are 
based upon warrants issued by the Secretary 
of the Treasury which represent the formal 
covering into the Treasury of the public 
moneys depos i ted in Treasury 
Government depositaries during 
year ended June 30, 1951.

DISBURSEMENTS-Checks-issued bas is. -The 
disbursements in this report are exhibited 
on the basis of checks-issued, and represent 
chec ks drawn upon the Treasurer of the United 
States during the fiscal year 1951 in pay­
ment of Government obligations, and with­
drawals and credits between appropriations 
as provided for in Section 1210 of the 
General Appropriation Act, 1951 (Public 
Law 759, 81st Congress). Where appropr~a­
tions are credited with reimbursements or 
refunds of moneys previously disbursed, as 
author ized by law, the disbursements re­
flected in this report are teduced by such 
amounts. Separate columns are provided in 
this report to show (1) excess of disburse­
ments over refunds and reimbursements, and 
(2) excess of refunds and reimbursements 
over rlisbursements. The detailed disburse­
ments on the basiS of checks-issued are 
shown in the fourth and fifth money columns 
of this report, beginning on page 126. 

APPROPRIAT~ONS-Article I (Sec. 9) of the 
Constitution of the United States provides 
that no money shall be withdrawn from the 
Treasury but in consequence of appropria­
tions made by law. The appropriations ex­
hibited in this report are the amounts which, 
by law, Congress authorized to be estab­
lished upon the books of the Treasury dur­
ing the fiscal year 1951, and are classified 
to show how the sums were initially appro­
priated from an organizational standpoint. 

APPROPRIATION TRANSFERS~Transfers between 
appropriations (net), as shown in the third 
money column of this report under Part III, 
Details of Appropriations, Expenditures and 
Balances, represent the sums transferred be­
tween appropriations during the fiscal year 
1951 by the administratiye agencies con­
cerned, as authorized by law. Such with­
drawals and credits between appropriations 
are made by check without warrant action, 
therefore, the use of transfer appropria­
tion warrants to effect transfers between 
appropriation accounts was discontinued as 
of July...J.., 1950. 

PAYMENT OF CERTIFIED CLAIMS ACCOUNT-The Act 
of Ju ly 6, 1949 (63 S ta t. 407), amended the 
prOVISIons of law relating to the surplus 
fund and certified claims. Under the amend­
ment, the undisbursed balances of lapsed ap­
propriations, that is, those which have re­
mained on the books for two fiscal years 
follOWing the fiscal year for which appropri­
ated, are to be transferred on July 1, of 
each year to a consolidated appropriation 
account known as "payment of Certified 
Claims." 

The amounts thus transferred to the

consolidated appropriation account, "Pay­
ment of Certified Claims," remain available 
until disbursed for the payment of claims, 
within the limit of and chargeable to the 
respective balances of any lapsed appropri­
aUons, which may be certified by the Comp­
troller General of the United States to be 
lawfully due. On July 1 of each year, all 
funds in the consolidated appropriation ac­
count, "Payment of Cer tified Claims," cer­
tified by the Comptroller General of the 
United States as not required for the pay­
ment of claims thereunder are to be carr ied 
to the surplus fund of the Treasury. 

The balances of each appropriation car­
ried to the "Payment of Certified Claims" 
account are shown in the sixth money column 
of this report. Also included in this column, 
with appropriate footnotes, are items such 
as rescissions of appropriations by the Con­
gress and amounts carried directly to the 
surplus fund of the Treasury. 

SURPLUS FUND-The term "Surplus Fund of the 
Treasury," as used by the Congress in appro­
priation acts, and in the act of June 20, 
1874 (18 St~t. 110) and by the Treasury De­
partment does not represent a fund 
consisting of surplus cash or other assets as 
the term would ordinarily imply in account­
ing terminology. The term as herein used 
has no relation to surplus income. It is 
merely an expression to describe the writ­
ing off the books of certain appropriations 
which have been repealed, or the undisbursed 
balances of inactive appropriations not re­
quired for settlement of accounts. 

Appropr iations when made by Congress 
and established upon the books of the Treas­
ury Department do not represent so much 
income or cash actually set aside in the 
Treasury for the purposes specified in the 
appropriation acts. Appropriations arees­
tablished upon the books of the Treasury 
simply as record accounts and merely repre­
sent the limit to which administrative of-

fices may obligate Government funds during 
the fiscal years specified in the appropri­
ation acts, and as a general rule are based 
upon anticipated future tax collections and 
other receipts. It follows, therefore, that 
when appropriations, or undisbursed balances 
of appropriations, are carried to what is 
termed in the law the "Surplus Fund of the 
Treasury" it involves simply a matter of 
writing such appropriations off the books 
without increasing the cash in the Treasury 
or affecting it in any manner. The amounts 
of appropriations carried to the surplus 
fund of the Treasury are reflected in the 
sixth money column of this report and are 
explained by appropriate footnotes. 

REDUCTIONS IN APPROPRIATIONS FROM PRIOR YEAR 
RECEIPTS-TRUST ACCOUNTS-The receipts of 
most trust funds are appropriated by per­
manent law for the purposes of the fund 
without further specific action by the Con­
gress. In most cases, the appropriations 
each year are equal to the receipts of the 
year. In cer tain ins tances, however, the 
amount appropriated may differ from the 
receipts for the year, due to a time lag 
between the crediting of the receipts and 
the recording of the appropriation. In cases 
where the trust funds reqUire Congressional 
action from year to year, receipts of such 
funds can be spent only in accordance with 
appropriations or other authorizations en­
acted by the Congress. The amounts shown 
in the sixth money column of this report, 
under trust accounts, with the exception of 
"District of Columbia" (which are carried 
to the Surplus Fund under special Acts of 
Congress) represent a reduction of prior 
year appropriations to conform to the ad­
jus ted receipts for those years. The amounts 
shown in this column do not reduce the 
overall appropriation of,trust fund receipts 
but mereiy represent a shifting of such 
amounts to an unappropriated status for re­
appropriation at a ~l~seQuent date. 
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ACCOUNT CLASSIFICATION 

GENERAL FUND ACCOUNTS-The principal sources 
of receipts covered into the general fund 
accounts are income tax, other internal rev­
enue, and customs duties. Receipts from 
miscellaneous sources, which are not ear­
marked for special or trust fund accounts, 
are also covered into the general fund ac­
counts. Such receipts include the proceeds 
of Government-owned securities (except those 
which are applicable to public-debt retire­
ment), sale of surplus and condemned prop­
erty, Panama Canal tolls, fees of various 
kinds, fines,penalties, forfeitures, rent­
als, royalties, reimbursements, immigration 
head tax, sale of public land, and interest 
on public deposits. 

As already noted, moneys covered into 
the general accounts may be withdrawn from 
the Treasury only through appropriations 
made by Congress. These appropriations are 
of two general types-annual and permanent. 
The annual appropriations ordinare, found 
in the d.epartmental supply bills are author­
ized each year by Congress. Theyare usually 
definite or specific as to amounts. They 
may be obligated only during the fiscal 
year to which they re la te, the ir undisbursed 
balances remaining on the books for two ad­
ditional years before being carrie~ to 
the n Surplus Fund of the Treasury, n or "Pay­
ment of Certified Claims Account. n The per­
manent appropriations are continued each 
fiscal year over a period of time by virtue 
of permanent legislation, without annual 
action by Congress. Such appropriations 
may be either definite or indefinite as to 
amounts. An example of the latter is the 
indefinite-permanent appropriation to cover 
the interest on the public debt. Sometimes 
Congress makes appropriations which are 
available until expended, or until the ob­
ject for which they are made is accomplished. 
These appropriations are without a definite 
time limit, andmay therefore be called no­
year appropriations. They are frequently 
employed by Congress when providing for the 
cOllstructiol1 of public works projects. 

SPECIAL FUND ACCOUNTS-The special fund ac­
counts, often referred to in the law as 
spec ial funds, are credi ted with certain 
receipts which may be expended only for 

specified purposes. These receipts, in 
other words, are earmarked at the ti'me ot 
their deposit, so that they may not be used 
for the general expendi tures of the Govern­
ment. 

Among the important special accounts, 
other than those applicable to debt retire­
ment, are the reclamation account and Alaska 
Railroad receipts, under the Department ot 
the Inter ior, and fores t reserve fund under 
the Department of Agriculture. There are 
many other special accounts involving small 

amounts. 
In connection with the collection and 

use of receipts credited to special fund ac­
counts it will be noted by reference to 
page 41 and following pages that ready ref­
erences are given to the pages on which the 
appropriations of such receipts may be found. 
These references will be found especially 
helpful in cases where Congress has desig­
nated in advance the use of receipts from 
particular sources to several different pur­
poses of expenditure on a percentage basis, 
such as in the case of Federal power receipts 
(p. 57 ), forest reserve receipts (p. 70). 

REVOLVING FUND ACCOUNTS-A revolving fund 
account represents an account established 
to finance a cyc Ie of opera t ions and to which 
reimbursements and authorized advances are 
deposited for re-use. 

TRUST FUND ACCOUNTS-The trust fund accounts 
generally represent moneys received by the 
Government for the benefit of individuals 
or classes of individuals. Moneys held in 
trust, being payable to or for the use of 
benefiCiaries only, are not available for 
general expenditures of the Government. 
There are several classes of trust fund ac­
counts, the beneficiaries under which may 
be either individuals or groups of individ­
uals. The accounts may represent (a) moneys 
received directly from or for the benefit 
of individuals, as in the case of moneys re­
ceived from foreign Governments or other 
sources in trust for citizens of the United 
States or others under the act of February 
27, 1896 (U.S.C., Title 31, Sec. 547); ~) 
moneys collected as revenues and held in 
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trust, such as the proceeds of sales of In­
dian lands, which are held as interest­
bearing moneys for the benefit of Indian 
tribes; and (c) proceeds of grants from the 
General Treasury in pursuance of treaty or 
other obligations, such as the perpetual 
trust account created for the Ute Indians 
under Section 5 of the Act of June 15,1880 
(21 Stat. p. 204). 

Revenues of the munic ipal government 
of the District of Columbia and disburse­
ments therefrom, for the purpose of the 
classification of receipts and disbursements 
in this report, are regarded as trust fund 
accounts. The share of the United States 
of payments on account of the District of 
Columbia, which is payable" out of the moneys 
in the Treasury not otherwise appropr iated," 
is charged as a disbursement from a general 
fund account. In like manner payments 
under annual appropriations for certain 
trust accounts, such as the Civil Service 
Retirement Fund, and the Foreign Service 
Retirement Fund, are classified as disburse­
JDents under general fund accounts. Changes ill 
the working balances under these accounts due 
to variations between credits and charges 
thereto are stated in connection with dis­
bursements under the caption "Trust Acc ounts." 

DEPOSIT FUND ACCOUNTS-Deposit fund accounts 
are in the nature of suspense or banking 
accounts, established for moneys deposited 
with the Treasurer of the United States 
for safekeeping, and refunds representing 
moneys not yet ready to be covered into 
the Treasury or to be returned to the 
depositors. Such moneys are held tempora­
rily in deposit fund accounts subject to 
administrative or legal determination as to 
their final disposition. 

WORKING FUND ACCOUNTS-Working funds are 
established under Section 601 of the Economy 
Act (31 U.S.C. 686) by advance payments from 
one bureau or agency to another. Commenc ing 
with the fiscal year 1950, a change was made 
in the manner of reporting in the Combined 
Statement advances of funds from appropria­
tion accounts to working fund accounts. 
Prior to 1950 such acc0unts were reflected 
under the agencies to which the funds were 
advanced. In this as well as the 1950 re­
port, the undisbursed balances and trans­
actions pertaining to such funds are shown 
under the appropriation account to which 
the funds were originally appropriated.

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PREFACE 

During the fiscal year 1!:J51 , cons iderab Ie 
emphasis was placed by both the Executive 
and Legislative branches of the Government 
on simplification and modernization of ac­
counting procedures of the Federal Govern­
ment. 

Legis la t i ve Prov is ions: 

Section 1~10 of the General Appropriation 
Act, 1951, approved September 6, 1950, pro­
vided in part as follows: 

"No funds made available by this or 
any other Act shall be withdrawn 
from one appropriation account for 
credit to another, or to a working 
fund, except as authorized by law: 
Provided, That, except as otherwise 
specifically provided by law, any 
funds so withdrawn and credited shall 
be available for tbe same purposes, 
and subject to tLe same limitations, 
conditions, and restrictions, as 
provided by the Act appropriating 
such funds: Provided further, That 
any such wi thdrawal and credi t shall 
be made without warrant action, by 
check':"::'::. " 

Section 115 (a) of the Budget and Account­
ing Procedures Act of 1950, approved Septem­
ber 12, 1950, jll part provides: 

"When the Secretary of the Treasury 
and the Comptroller General determine 
that existing procedures can be 
modified in the interes t of s impli­
fication, jmprovement, or economy, 
with sufficient safeguards over the 
control ::tnd accounting for tIle rub­
lic furds, tbeymay issue joint regu­
lations providing 10r the waivilig, 
in whole or in part, of the require­
ments of existing law that--

(1) warrants be issued and coun­
ters igued ill connectic)fl wi th 
the receipt, retention, and 
dishursement of pub 1 ic moneys 
and trust funds; and 

(2) funds be requisitioned, and 
advanced to accountable offi-

cers under each separate ap­
propriation head or other­
wise. " 

Changes in Procedures: 

Under the provisions of Section 115 (a) 
of the Budget and Accounting Procedures Act 
of 1950, the Comptroller General and the 
Secretary of the Treasury issued Joint Regu­
lation No.1, effective November 1, 1950, 
which modified existing procedure witb res­
pect to handling repayments to appropria­
tions. Collections representing repayments 
to open appropriations, including reimburse­
ments and refunds:, were required to be de­
posited directly in the accounts of disburs­
ing officers and were made immediately avail­
able for disbursement. Accounting systems 
Memorandum No.9, dated June 29, 1950 was 
also issued by the Comptroller General to 
give effect to Section 1210 of the General 
Appropriation Act, 1951. 

As a result of these provisions of law 
and regulations issued purs uant tbereto, 
the agencies were given the responsibjlity 
for using the proper documentation which 
would enable the Treasury to identify re­
ceipts, transfers, or expend i tures transac­
tions so that such transactions would be 
accurately reflected on the central accounts 
of the Treasury. This was a pruterial change 
from their long-established operating rro­
cedures and agencies did not always use the 
proper documentation. In many cases·, mts­
uses of documentation were detected and 
proper adjustment effected in the accoUllts 
and records of the agencies and the Treasury 
Department, but any erroneous documentation 
not so detected will not be adjusted until 
the audit by the General Accounting Office 
has been completed. In cases where this 
latter circumstance exists, adjustments can­
not be reflected in the following statement 
of appropriations, expenditures, and bal­
ances for the fiscal year 1!J51-for such 
accounts, the amounts wi 11 be s ta ted in this 
report on a net bas is rather than a gross 
basis, or vice versa. However, it is im­
portant to note that the use of the wrong 
document does not affect the accuracy of the 
balances reflected in the statement.
